Visitor Activities

Foreign nationals can visiting Canada are limited in terms of what activities they can perform on
campus.

Can:

Be guest speakers of less than 5 days (not necessarily 5 consecutive days)

Serve as external examiners for academic program reviews (category is Academic
Consultant)

Serve as external examiners on a thesis

Come for job interviews

Be professional or amateur athletes participating in sports activities or events at UofT
either as an individual participant or as members of a foreign-based team

Complete a program of study in 6 months or less

Be tourists
